Some recent media stories have implied that
women's ordination is somehow an issue in the cur-
rent crisis in the Canadian Anglican Church.

The Anglican Network in Canada (ANiC) will or-
dain qualified persons, regardless of gender, to any
office. Gender in ordination is not an issue in ANiC

despite our critics seeking to make it one.

The real issue is theological: the profound differ-
ences on key Christian teachings and the irreconcil-
able views of the Bible. Even to say the issue is
sexuality is a gross simplification. Sexual ethics is
merely the tip of the iceberg, a reflection of much

deeper theological constructs.
